“Type Certificate Data Sheet” – The aircraft is RVSM compliant by Type Design out of the factory. This is the case for most new aircraft with a few exceptions. Check this box if your aircraft is TCDS Compliant.

2STC:
“Supplemental Type Certificate” – The aircraft is not TCDS compliant and was made RVSM compliant through an STC. This could be the case for an older aircraft that had the STC performed, but this also applies to some new aircraft as well, where the STC was performed during build.

	If your aircraft was made RVSM compliant by STC, you will need to include the STC.

	This is rare. Some aircraft manufactured between 1998 and 2003 came with a Factory RVSM Compliance Letter. This was due to the “Blanket” RVSM approvals many manufactures had prior to revising the TCDS to include RVSM compliance.

	Aircraft Registration
	
	Some FAA Offices require you to bring in a copy of your aircraft registration. Not common but be ready for it.

	Aircraft Lease Agreements
	
	This, again, is not very common; however, it does come up. If you are leasing your aircraft, it is not a bad idea to have this ready.
